Math- This week in math some of us will begin switching classes. Most of us will remain in the classroom with me. (You rec’d a letter in Friday Folders. I am teaching 1.1 math.) We will be working on ways to add to 120, including using dominoes, counting with objects, using ten frames, and creating number sentences. WOW they are a busy bunch!





Reading/ELA- In writing, we will begin writing small moments that happen in our lives. This will be the theme for the current 9 weeks, so we will have plenty of time to perfect this craft. (We will be writing across the curriculum though, so this will not be the only time or thing your child writes.) As far as mechanics, we are working on naming and telling parts of a sentence. In phonics we will focus on the short /e/ sound, and in reading we will continue to work on reading stamina at our reading level.





Science-In science we are working on our light and shadow unit. The children have learned about transparent, translucent, and opaque! They will be learning that opaque objects block light sources and create shadows.
